You
will use this document all week to write poems.

Write THREE poems in your google doc about any topic.

Remember your poems do not have to rhyme, but they should be broken up into lines and
stanzas. Change your font style and add in pictures to make your poems more fun and to
help create a mood.

Day 2: Rhyming and Alliteration Poems

You can add comments to their writing by opening their writing, pressing
“insert” then “comment” and typing something positive to them.

4. Choose your favorite poem from the poems that you wrote and practice reading it
with expression and in a tone that will set a mood. You can also add dance moves
and/or music to your poem. Present your poem to a family member or take a video
of yourself to send to your teacher!
